Mozart began composing the Requiem in D minor
in Vienna in 1791, in the year of his death, and did
not live to finish the composition or to see it pro-
duced. The first performance of the completed
funeral mass took place in Vienna two years later,
and the composition quickly gained fame in Europe
and worldwide. Symphony No. 40 in G minor from
1788 is Mozart's penultimate symphony, and one
of only two he composed in a minor key. Robert
Schumann praised its “Greek lightness and grace”.

When young W. A. Mozart sought to gain recogni-
tion in Italian opera houses, Josef Myslivecek was
the celebrated star of Italian opera seria. Mozart
had high regard for the works of the Czech mas-
ter and their friendship lasted even when Mys-
liveCek's career started to fail. At that time, little
did Mozart know that he would one day enjoy his
greatest triumphs not in Italy, but in Prague - the
home of Josef MysliveCek whom he considered his
compatriot.

In the context of Bach's oeuvre, the Christmas Ora-
torio is an extraordinary work. It is remarkable that
one of Bach's most popular and most frequently
performed works was not originally conceived to
be performed as a whole. The six independent can-
tatas were initially performed individually during
Advent and the Christmas holidays, and the ora-
torio has no actual liturgical use. Nevertheless, the
practice of performing this profound and festive
piece of music in the form of a full-length oratorio
has become an integral part of Advent and Christ-
mas, especially in German-speaking countries.

Hudba ke krdlovskému ohnostroji je nejcistSim zté-
lesnénim radosti. Handel toto oslnivé dilo napsal
v roce 1749 plvodné pro gigantické, cisté decho-
vé obsazeni k provedeni pod Sirym nebem v ramci
oslav ukonceni valky o rakouské dédictvi a uzavre-
ni miru v Cachach. Vzapéti po prvnim uvedeni vy-
hotovil verzi pro smyc¢covy orchestr s dechovymi
nastroji. V této podobé se stalo dilo nesmrtelnym
a ziskalo si obdiv Handelovych soucasnikd i gene-
raci budoucich skladateld. W. A. Mozart toto dilo
oznacil za ,spektakl anglické hrdosti a radosti*.

The Music for the Royal Fireworks is an expression
of the purest joy. Handel wrote this dazzling work
in 1749, originally for a gigantic cast of wind instru-
ments, to be performed in the open air to cele-
brate the conclusion of the War of the Austrian
Succession and the signing of the Treaty of Aachen.
Immediately afterwards, Handel produced a ver-
sion for a string orchestra with wind instruments.
In this form, the work became immortal and won
the admiration of Handel's contemporaries and
generations of future composers. W. A. Mozart de-
scribed it as “a spectacle of English pride and joy".

Jednotlivé ¢asti mesniho ordinéria, které Zelenka
zkomponoval v letech 1724-25, nebyly jisté zamys-
leny jako jeden hudebni celek, avsak kromé vysoké
hudebnf kvality je spojuje jednotny jazyk, pfibuzny
tonalnf plan a podobna instrumentace, zejména
uziti trombonl. Forma imaginarni mse predstavu-
je idedlni mozZnost, jak tuto ¢ast Zelenkovy tvor-
by predstavit dneSnimu publiku. Dixit Dominus je
prvnim dilem, na kterém Handel zacal pracovat po
svém prijezdu do Rima a jako by do hudby Zalmu
prenesl Uzas nad fimskou barokni architekturou.
Posluchac je v ném primo zavalen nekoncicim oh-
nostrojem napadd, virtuozity a nejriiznéjsich kom-
pozicnich technik.

The individual parts of the mass ordinary which
Zelenka composed in 1724-25 were certainly not
intended as a single work, but in addition to their
high musical quality, they are connected by a uni-
fied language, a related tonal plan, and similar in-
strumentation, especially the use of trombones.
The form of an imaginary mass represents an ideal
way of presenting this part of Zelenka's work to
contemporary audiences. Dixit Dominus is the first
composition that Handel embarked on after his ar-
rival in Rome, and it seems the music of the psalm
reflects his amazement at Roman Baroque archi-
tecture. The listener is instantly overwhelmed by
the endless firework of ideas, virtuosity, and com-
positional techniques.

Claudio Monteverdi, Francesco Cavalli and
G. F. Sances were all significantly associated with
Venice - until his death, Monteverdi served as
maestro di capella in the Basilica of St. Mark. Cavalli
was one of his students and subsequently became
an organist at the basilica and later a music direc
tor. Sances, on the other hand, worked in Venice
for a relatively short time and spent most of his ca-
reer in Vienna, where he joined the imperial court.
The selection from Monteverdi's famous collection
is complemented by two settings of the mass or-
dinary. In all the compositions, we can admire the
dazzling richness and diversity of Italian baroque
music.

In the context of Bach's oeuvre, both fully pre-
served settings of the Passion, according to Mat-
thew and according to John, are among the central
works. At the same time, they represent a particu-
lar type of an opulent Passion setting for soloists,
choir, and orchestra. This musical form emerged
from centuries of development: since the middle
of the 15th century, partly polyphonic settings
of Biblical tales about the suffering and death of
Jesus Christ have been documented. In compari-
son with the works of Bach's contemporaries but
also with his own later St Matthew Passion, St John
Passion stands out, for instance, by the elaborate
and emotionally charged choruses in the scene of
Pilate’s judgement.

The Prague baroque orchestra Collegium 1704 and
the vocal ensemble Collegium Vocale 1704 were
founded by the harpsichordist and conductor Va-
clav Luks in 2005 on the occasion of the project
Bach-Praha-2005. 2008 marked the beginning of
the concert series Music Bridge Prague-Dresden,
drawing on the rich cultural links between the two
cities. In 2019, the first season of the chamber
concert series Collegium Vocale was launched in
Prague. The international success of Handel's Ri-
naldo was followed by a production of Josef Mys-
livecek's opera Lolimpiade, nominated for the Inter-
national Opera Awards, and by a modern premiere
of Antonio Vivaldi's Arsilda, regina di Ponto. Recent
invitations include the Salzburg Festival, the Elb-
philharmonie, and a residency at the Opéra Royal
de Versailles. Currently, the ensembles participate
in the high-budget film /I Boemo by Petr Vaclav,
based on the life of Josef MysliveCek. The record-
ings by Collegium 1704 have enjoyed the continu-
ous acclaim of the general public and music critics
alike, winning awards including the Diapason d'Or,
CD of the Month, Editor’s Choice, and a nomination
for the Gramophone Awards by Gramophone Mag-
azine. Their successful CDs include Myslivecek’s vi-
olin concertos and Johann Sebastian Bach's oboe
concertos and cantatas, Bach's Mass in B Minor,
J. D. Zelenka's Missa Divi Xaverii in the world pre-
miere and Zelenka's sonatas. In 2019, Collegium
1704 released the first complete Czech recording
of Handel's Messiah and selection of Baroque sec
ular cantatas with Magdalena Kozena /I giardino
dei sospiri. The latest recordings are an imaginary
mass by J. D. Zelenka, Missa 1724, and the opera Les
Boréades by Jean-Philippe Rameau.
