J. V. H. VoriSek, a native of Bohemia, spent most
of his life in Vienna, where he worked his way up
to the position of organist to the imperial court,
and his music was a departure point for lead-
ing Romantic composers. It is in his piano music
that we first encounter the term “impromptu”,
a genre later closely associated with Franz Schu-
bert and Frédéric Chopin. The concert will feature
VoriSek's only symphony and a piano concerto by
Chopin. Appearing with Collegium 1704 will be
the new winner of the prestigious Chopin Piano
Competition in Warsaw, which focuses on histori-
cal instruments this year. On 16 October 2023, we
will announce the name of the soloist and which
Chopin concerto will be played.

When Venice was at the height of its glory, a work
was heard in La Serenissima’s main church -
St Mark’s Basilica - that represents a synthesis
of the best and most sophisticated music yet
written. At the same time, Monteverdi's Marian
Vespers heralded the direction that European
musical thinking would take in future centuries.
To this day, the composition is admired and
respected.

Missa Corporis Domini pochazi nejspis$ z roku
1719 a vznikla tésné poté, co se Zelenka vratil do
Drazdan z Vidné, kde studoval kontrapunkt u vé-
hlasného cisafského kapelnika Johanna Josepha
Fuxe. JiZz v tomto pomérné raném dile si mGze-
me povsimnout Zelenkovy originality a skvélého
zvladnuti kontrapunktu. Bach zhudebnil marian-
sky chvalozpév nedlouho poté, co se v roce 1723
ujal postu kantora u svatého Tomase. Jde o vU-
bec prvni velkou liturgickou skladbu, v niz Bach
vychazel z latinského a nikoliv némeckého textu,
¢imz do jisté miry setfel rozdily mezi katolickou
a protestantskou tradici. Navzdory tomu, Ze jde
o pomeérné rané dilo, se Magnificat stalo jednou
z Bachovych nejoblibenéjsich skladeb vibec.

The Missa Corporis Domini probably dates from
1719, immediately after Zelenka’s return to Dres-
den from Vienna, where had been studying coun-
terpoint under the famed Imperial Kapellmeister
Johann Joseph Fux. Already in this relatively early
work, we note Zelenka's originality and wonderful
mastery of counterpoint. Bach set Mary’s hymn
of praise to music not long after accepting the po-
sition of cantor at St Thomas's Church in 1723. Itis
the first major liturgical work in which Bach used

Vaclav Luks a Latin text rather than a German one, thereby
dirigent conductor to some extent erasing the differences between
the Catholic and Protestant traditions. Although

Beethovenova ,hrdinska” Treti, pokladana za
prvni romantickou symfonii viibec, je znama
svou souvislosti s plvodni dedikaci Napoleono-
vi, jiz Beethoven vysSkrtl poté, co se Napoleon
prohlasil cisafem, a nahradil ji vénovanim své-
mu mecenasi, hudbymilovnému kniZeti Josefu
FrantiSku Maxmilianovi z Lobkovic. Na zamku
Jezefi, rodinném sidle Lobkovicd, pak zaznélo
udajné prvni neverejné provedeni Eroicy v ko-
morni Upravé. Eroica je dilem, které predbéhlo
svoji dobu a zcela radikalnim zplsobem predzna-
menalo dalsi vyvoj Zanru symfonie. Pavel Vranic-
ky, BeethovenUv blizky spolupracovnik a vlivna
osobnost videriského hudebniho Zivota pfelomu
18. a 19. stoleti, byl vyhledavany dirigent a autor
vice nez padesati symfonii, z nichz mnohé nesou
programni oznaceni. La Tempesta je nazvana pod-
le sugestivniho liceni boufe ve tfeti vété.

Beethoven'’s heroic Third, regarded as the very
first symphony of Romanticism, is famous for the
circumstances of its original dedication to Napo-
leon. Beethoven crossed out the dedication after
Napoleon declared himself Emperor and replaced
it with a dedication to his patron, the music-loving
Prince Joseph Franz Maximilian von Lobkowicz. At
Jeze¥i Castle, a Lobkowicz family estate, the Eroica
supposedly received its first non-public perfor-
mance in a chamber arrangement. The Eroica was
ahead of its time, and it radically prefigured the
future developments of the symphonic genre.
Pavel Vranicky (Paul Wranitzky) worked closely
with Beethoven and was an influential figure in
Vienna's musical life at the turn of the 18" and
19t centuries. He was a sought-after conductor
and wrote more than 50 symphonies, many of
which have programmatic designations. La Tem-
pesta is named for the evocative depiction of
a storm in the third movement.

Dilo, jez vzniklo béhem Ctyfia-
dvaceti dni, si jeSté za Handelova Zivota ziskalo
mimoradnou popularitu a stalo se jednim ze za-
kladnich kamen( anglické oratorni tradice. Nej-
proslulejsi opus svého tvlrce dodnes uchvacuje
melodickou invenci, vokalni virtuozitou a nevsed-
né plsobivym ztvarnénim biblickych textd.

One would search in vain for a work in the ora-
torio repertoire of fame equal to that of Han-
del’'s Messiah. Written in just 24 days, it was al-
ready extraordinarily popular in Handel’s day
and became one of the cornerstones of the En-
glish oratorio tradition. The most famous work of
its creator, it thrills us to this day with its melodic
inventiveness, vocal virtuosity, and exceptionally
effective handling of biblical texts.

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Jednooky a tfiprsty kyklop Polyfémos ze staro-
feckych povésti se stal Ustfedni postavou mno-
ha mytickych pribéhl a také jejich zhudebnéni
z pera baroknich autorU. Postava tohoto Posei-
dénova syna a obra neprekonatelné sily se obje-
vuje v Fadé baji, z nichZ nejznaméjsi jsou souboje
s Odysseem pfi jeho navratu do vlasti a Thése-
em, ktery Polyféma zabije. Italsky basista Luigi
De Donato charakterem svého hlasu i svym cha-
rismatem predstavuje idealni ztélesnéni postavy
Polyféma a spolecné s Collegiem 1704 predsta-
vi v Praze v premiéfe koncertni projekt, ktery
vdechne Zivot davnym feckym bajim.

Polyphemus, a cyclops of ancient Greek legend
with one eye and three fingers on each hand,
became a central figure in many myths and in
their musical settings by Baroque composers.
This son of Poseidon, a giant of insurmount-
able strength, appears in many fables, the best
known of which are his encounters Odysseus
during the hero’s homeward journey and with
Theseus, who kills Polyphemus. The Italian bass
Luigi De Donato has the right voice and tempe-
rament to represent the ideal embodiment of
Polyphemus, and together with Collegium 1704
he will be appearing in Prague for the premiere
of a concert project that will breathe life into an-
cient Greek legends.
