Zelenkova Missa Votiva je nejrozsahlejsi skladbou
z jeho asi dvaceti meSnich kompozic a soucasné
je dilem, které je zahaleno rouskou tajemstvi.
Zelenka vlozil s neobycejnou péci do tohoto fas-
cinujiciho dila, které bylo pravdépodobné auto-
rovym dik{vzdanim za uzdraveni z tézké nemoci,
to nejlepsi ze svého mistrovstvi a tvarci odvahy.

Zelenka's Missa Votiva is the most extensive of his
roughly twenty Mass settings and at the same
time a work shrouded in a veil of mystery. With
extraordinary care, Zelenka invested in this fas-
cinating composition — most likely conceived as
a thanksgiving for his recovery from a serious
illness — the very finest of his mastery and cre-
ative daring.

Oratorium Susanna patfi k vrcholnym dillim za-
véru Zivota Georga Friedricha Handela. Drama
krivého obvinéni Susanny z roku 1749, ve kterém
Handel uplatnil také vyrazné dramatické rysy
opery, bylo dilem, jehoz si samotny autor patrné
velmi vazil a nechal ho znovu uvést kratce pred
svou smrti v roce 1759.

The oratorio Susanna belongs among the culmi-
nating works of the final years of Georg Friedrich
Handel'’s life. This drama of Susanna’s false ac-
cusation from 1749 — in which Handel also em-
ployed strikingly dramatic features drawn from
opera — was evidently a work the composer him-
self held in high regard, as he arranged for it to be
performed again shortly before his death in 1759.

Na sklonku svého zZivota se Zelenka rozhodl vytvo-
fit sbirku Sesti poslednich msi. Ze zaméru zlstalo
jen torzo tfi kompozic, které vSak predstavuji ne-
sporny vrchol Zelenkovy tvorby. V poradi druha
ms3e, vénovana Synu Bozimu, je dilem prekypu-
jicim niternym vyrazem a ohromuijici virtuozitou.

Towards the end of his life, Zelenka set out to cre-
ate a collection of six final Masses. The project
remained unfinished, leaving only a fragment of
three compositions, which nonetheless represent
an undisputed pinnacle of Zelenka's output. The
second Mass in the series, dedicated to the Son
of God, is a work overflowing with inward expres-
sion and dazzling virtuosity.

The Baroque orchestra Collegium 1704 and the vocal
ensemble Collegium Vocale 1704 rank among the
world’s leading ensembles in the field of historically
informed performance. They appear regularly at the
most prestigious international venues and festivals,
including the Salzburg Festival, the Berlin Philharmo-
nie, Maison de la Radio in Paris and the Chopin and
His Europe Festival, and collaborate frequently with
institutions such as Bachfest Leipzig and the Opéra
Royal de Versailles.

Since 2009, Vaclav Luks and Collegium 1704 have
undertaken European operatic co-productions with
theatres in Versailles, Caen, Luxembourg, Lille, Dijon,
Bratislava, Prague and Brno. In 2022, they performed
Handel's Alcina together at the Janacek Theatre in Brno,
followed by Mozart's Le nozze di Figaro, and in 2026 the
conductor returns to Brno with his ensemble for the
third time, this time with Handel's Agrippina. Nor do
they forget Prague audiences: in 2024 the National
Theatre, in collaboration with Collegium 1704, presen-
ted the premiere of J. Ph. Rameau’s opera Platée.

The ensemble’s international standing is reflected
in the numerous awards received by its recordings,
including the Diapason d'Or, the title CD of the Month,
Editor's Choice, and nominations for the Gramophone
Magazine Awards. Recent projects include a three-CD
recording of J. Ph. Rameau’s opera Les Boréades, which
received the Trophées and the Edison Award, the al-
bum Missa Circumcisionis released to mark the ensem-
ble’s twentieth anniversary, and the Handel recording
Water & Fire, nominated for the BBC Music Magazine
Awards 2026.

Collegium 1704 also played an important role in the
making of the film /l Boemo, directed by Petr Vaclav,
about the life of the composer Josef Myslivecek.

Musical Bridge Prague — Dresden

Since 2008, Collegium 1704 has also presented its own
concert series not only in Prague but in Dresden as
well, thus linking the rich cultural heritage of the two
cities. The series is a unique example of a permanent
concert cycle by a Czech orchestra abroad.
